The district must
provide free transportation to the new school by paying for the transportation with the Title | funds.

Parents may be eligible to obtain free tutoring for their children.
If your family is classifiedaslow-i ncome by your school di stri:
as needing improvement for the second year, then your child may be eligible.

Parents are encouraged to make sure that NCLB laws are followed.

NCLB states that Title | requirements must be properly implemented at the school and district levels.
Parents are urged to contact the school principal, School Site Council, and/or the Title I director at the
district level if they have concerns or questions about the implementation of these programs.

Behind (NCLB) Act of 2001

NCLDB gives extra money to schools to help educate students.

NCLB is the latest amendment to the Elementary and Secondary Education Act originally passed by
Congress in 1965. Of the nine titles in the NCLB Act, the most funding is allocated to Title I, which
ensures that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain a high-quality education
and reach minimum proficiency on state standards.

NCLB holds schools and districts accountable.

Parents, schools and students must agree to work together.

Money exists for parent involvement programs.
